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The opening schemes are designed to help the students learn about the expectations and knowledge required for the course. 
Practitioners are the key to success in many aspects of the course. Working on monologues helps the teachers to see a benchmark for 
practical work.

The students being exploring the written exam. All three areas are 
developing the written skills needed to succeed in the A level course. 
Equus asks the students to create an interpretation from the eyes of a 
performer and designer. Live Theatre asks the students to evaluate and 
analyse a professional performance. Woyzeck asks the students to create 
an interpretation of a whole text taking into consideration a number of 
actors while considering production elements. 

By the end of Year 12 the class will 
have completed the performance 
section of the Component 1. The 
students will work on completion of 
the written section finishing 40% of 
the course. 
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
