Road Safety
Please consider our local residents and the safety of all students by driving slowly; drop-off, collect and park thoughtfully; and do not block residents’ access/exits to their driveways. 

If your child walks to school, we request your support when we ask that students always use the designated road crossing rather than the ‘short cut’ to the Redway.


E-Scooters
There remain a few students arriving into school and leaving, on private e-scooters or a Lime scooter. We wish to remind you that it is illegal for anyone to ride a private e-scooter on public roads and in public places e.g. Redways, roads, pavements, and parks. It is also illegal to ride a Lime scooter under 18 years of age.


Logging Absences: The Parent Portal and Arbor
You may now log same-day absences for your children using the Parent Portal and Arbor app. To do this, you need to access the Attendance section, input the absence details, and submit the request. The Attendance Officer will then approve or reject the absence. Once approved, it will be visible in the Attendance tab.

Years 7 & 8: Bikeability
We are pleased to offer our Year 7 and 8 students the Bikeability course again this year. Year 7 have 36 places from 12 – 14 May and Year 8 also have 36 places 15, 16 and 19 May. Students are divided into groups of 18 and have one and a half days to complete the course. Students arrive and leave school at normal times. Break and lunchtimes are also the same. Please ensure your child has warm and waterproof clothing should we have rainy weather and sunscreen, if it is sunny. 
  
Bikeability offers a progressive programme, so children develop skills confidently according to their ability. The Bikeability instructors will match individual ability to student training requirements so if they have done Level 1 or 2 at primary school, students will be able to move onto the next level where instructors feel that they have achieved the skills and confidence to progress. 
  
Students will need a bike in good working condition, be able to ride a bike and must wear a cycling helmet at all times. At the start of the course, the instructors will do a safety check on the bikes and make adjustments where necessary e.g. tightening up brake cables. The course starts on school grounds and then the instructors take students out to quiet local roads nearby to practice their road safety skills.

Year 8 Vaccinations
On Friday 16 May, Year 8 students will be invited to have their HPV vaccination as part of their NHS childhood immunisation schedule.

This vaccination protects against the HPV virus that can cause cervical cancer, some mouth & throat cancers as well as cancer of the anus and genital areas.

The vaccine is more effective in preventing cancers associated with HPV if given at a younger age which is why it’s offered to people aged 12-13 years old.

Year 9 PPEs 
In the week commencing Monday 12 May, the Year 9 cohort will be undertaking their PPEs (pre- public exams) in English, Maths, and Science only.  
 
Year 9 will receive their printed individualised exam timetable during tutor time, this week, and will be encouraged to copy it into their planners, to ensure they are as prepared as possible (see below for tips/advice).  
 
The purpose of the Year 9 PPEs is to familiarise our students with the mock examination process, which they will experience in Years 10 and 11. This will also serve as a tool for teachers and students to identify strengths and areas needing improvement, before going into the penultimate school year.  
 
Please note, all other subjects will be staggering their PR assessments throughout May, and all results will be discussed during the Year 9 Parents’ Evening, on Thursday 19 June.   
 
How your child can prepare: 
· discuss the exam timetable with you. Email Miss Gardner/Mrs Goody with questions;
· Create a healthy revision timetable (no longer than an hour of revision each day);
· Create revision resources (flashcards, mind maps, recording notes etc) in advance and learn which strategies work best for them;
· Ensure they have the correct equipment (two pens, pencil, ruler, calculator etc);
· Get into a good routine in the evenings and get enough sleep;
· Stay hydrated and eat a healthy/balanced diet;
· Please advise your child to speak to their subject teachers if they’re unsure of the topic list.

Y10 Main Progress Review Point 2 
The Y10 report will be out in the week commencing Monday 19 May (probably on Thursday 22nd). It will be emailed to you and will also be available on Arbor.  
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For this report, the following will be included: 
Working At Grade - the current grade the subject teacher thinks your child is working at;
Forecast Grade - the grade the subject teacher thinks your child is going to achieve at the end of the Key Stage;
Attitude to Learning - is a score based on their standard of classwork, homework, general attitude to studies, uniform, timekeeping, equipment and behaviour.

As this is an MPR, each subject will also include a comment on how your child could improve their work. This may be focused on substantive knowledge (what they know) or disciplinary knowledge (what they can do). These targets will become the foundation of what they should be working on within lessons going forward.
